CHO Cataloging Meeting -  UConn, 8/6/08

1. GeoLocator error files for each institution have been distributed. We confirmed that each institution will do the edits on its own records to correct anomalous headings. Kathy will help as needed if the edits prove too time-consuming. These are the categories of problematic headings:

· Incorrect headings -- some created through global changes made during migration; example: Richmond (Virginia, Conn.).  Viewing the thesaurus for each geographic heading type (gnis, lcsh, etc.) is an efficient way to identify these anomalies. 
· Records w/no geographic headings - add appropriate heading(s) 
· Records w/headings not found by Google [if there are other geo headings in the record that adequately identify the location and that work, leave as is in hopes of Google expands its gazetteer to include (Example A); if there are no other geo headings (Example B) add an appropriate heading that works in Google

2. Most of us have not been able to view the GeoLocator for some time (apparent problem with access outside of UConn network), so we did some searches and discovered that non-Connecticut places are being returned by the GeoLocator – Examples: Penfield Reef (pointer to town outside Rochester in NY), Wilson Point (pointer to road east of Baltimore, Maryland), East Rock (pointer to street in Harrisonburg, Virginia). The link to CHO-CDM  records does however retrieve the relevant objects/metadata for the Connecticut places entered in the Subject geographic element, so the only problem is with the the points indicated on the map. Kathy will ask Michael Korman how the GeoLocator search works and whether the problem can be fixed programmatically, or the GeoLocator searches limited so that only places within Connecticut are represented on the map. A third (much less desirable) solution is for the catalogers to put the problematic headings in a non-searchable field.
3. Usability testing is still under way and the GeoLocator is scheduled to go live by Labor Day. 

4. Kathy has begun editing the CHO Cataloging Manual to reflect the new software environment and other changes in practice; she will send drafts to the group for review as part of her workflow.

5. JPEG 2000 Acquisition Stations – CHS catalogers will download from CDM User Support Center.  
6. CHS is still having problems with uploading objects in whose metadata has already been added to CDM. Bill will help troubleshoot this.
