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General Guidelines

· Two types of derivative files should be made from each Photo CD image: GIF and JPEG. 

· GIF format is for thumbnails and JPEG format is for Web display files. 

· The file name should be the same for both GIF and JPEG files but with different extensions. 

· Add the four-digit CD number to both GIF and JPEG file names. For example, The CD number is 4200. The GIF file name of the first image on the CD should be:

 img0001-4200.gif

       and the JPEG file name of the same image should be:

 img0001-4200.jpg

· Create a GIF folder for GIF files and a JPEG folder for JPEG files. 

· Put copyright statement and PCD file name on the bottom of each JPEG image.  

For example:

Copyright information: The Connecticut Historical Society, Hartford   

Photo CD: 2477, File: Img0001.pcd

Display File (JPEG) Specifics
 

Landscape


· Width=600 pixels, height = proportional to width

· Add 30 pixels canvas space below the image to display text.

· The text should display copyright statement, the Photo CD number and the file name. 

· Save as JPEG file with 24 bit RGB and quality 75%.

Portrait

· Height=600 pixels, width = proportional to height.

· Add 30 pixels canvas space below the image to display text.

· If there is not enough space for the text, reduce the font size. 

· Other specifics are same as the landscape files. 

Thumbnail (GIF) Specifics

· Landscape: width=150 pixels, height=100 pixels (or proportional to width)

· Portrait:
width=100 pixels, height=150 pixels (or proportional to width)

· Save as GIF format with bitdepth=8, dither.
