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1. Create a folder on your local computer or network that will hold the jpgs after they have been processed in DeBabelizer

2. Open up DeBabelizer program

3. In the File menu, select New > Batchlist

4. In the Batchlist window, right click and select Add Files.  In the dialog box, locate the folder containing the jpgs that you would like to process.  Open the folder and select all the files (select first file, hold down shift and click last file) and then click “Add to Batch” and “Done”.

5. In the File menu, select Open > Script.  A dialog box will open and should display the scripts (files ending in “.dbs”) located in the Equilibrium folder.  If not, browse to locate the Scripts folder in the Equilibrium folder on your computer.  In the Scripts folder, select script you will be using.

6. Move the script window so that it does not overlap the Batchlist window.  In the script window, click twice on “Save Document”.  A dialog box will open; in the “Save Directory” “Specified Directory” area, click Browse and locate folder that you created in Step 1 (or go in and edit path name).  Click OK to close the dialog box.  Another box will open.  Do not change anything; click “Save”.

7. Click and drag the arrow in the upper right hand corner of the script window over the Batchlist window and let go.  Processing should begin.

8. When processing is complete, check destination folder to be sure the full batch was completed.  Open up several processed images in Adobe Photoshop or any similar image-editing application to check that the statement was embedded successfully.  Close Batchlist window.  When “Save Changes” message appears, select “No”.

9. To do another batch, begin again with Step 1.  If however your session is finished, close the script window.  When prompted to save changes, select “No”.  Close DeBabelizer.
