Cataloging and the ImageServer

The UConn cataloger was able to start cataloging again on February 1st after the Voyager 2000 upgrading was completed on January 9-12. A serious ImageServer problem occurred on some of the UConn computers after Voyager 2000 and ImageServer 2000 were installed. The UConn technical support staff tried everything they could to fixe the problem without any success. The solution was to give the cataloger another computer with a working version of the ImageServer. The cataloger lost about two weeks of cataloging time. 

On February 19th, another Voyager patch upgrade was completed at UConn. CHS and Mystic installed the patch on February 21. CHS lost two days of cataloging time due to the upgrading.   The ImageServer was sick again in late February and the catalogers lost two more days of cataloging time. 

Mystic has successfully completed a program that will migrate their MultiMIMSY records to Voyager MARC records.  They are still working on a program that will convert non-authority creators' names to consistent authority names and convert place names to the format that is required for the digital gazetteer. They hope that, once this conversion is done, the cataloger will not need to correct the creators' names and place names manually, which will speed up cataloging. 

The catalogers met on February 27 at CHS to discuss Photo Essay topics that were wanted by the Design Team and some cataloging issues. 

CHO Final Web Site Design

The Design Team has been working very hard on the final Web site design. A meeting was held on February 22nd at Mystic. The group agreed on most items that will go on the home page. Details on the sub-pages will be ready in mid-March. A meeting with the Web designer was scheduled on March 2nd.  We expect to see three draft designs from the designer by the end of March. 

IMLS Web-Wise 2001

Five representatives (Nancy, Rudy, Mary Anne, Kathy, and Allison) from CHO attended the Web-Wise 2001 conference in Washington DC, February 12-14. Nancy, Kathy and Allison gave a presentation on "Piloting a Course: Using a Pilot Project to Help Identify Training Needs". The presentation was well received. When in Washington DC, Nancy and Allison met with Jeanne McConnell, IMLS program officer for CHO and discussed the options for further development of CHO. 

The conference was very interesting and inspiring. IMLS clearly stated that they would encourage the grant recipients to continue on their projects and to transfer their projects from project-based to work-based activities. IMLS also indicated that they would require outcome-based evaluations for new projects they sponsor in the future. 

CHO Further Development

Two Management Committee meetings were held this month. The discussions were focused on whether we should take further steps in the development of CHO and how we should proceed with this development. The Committee agreed that "we would … not submit an application this April but that we would begin working towards a new proposal to be submitted in April 2002. … In the meantime, outreach to other possible partners will continue.  David will set up a meeting with Kendall Wiggin from the Connecticut State Library and with Bruce Fraser from the Connecticut Humanities Council to discuss their possible future involvement with the project.  This meeting will be scheduled for the end of March." (Minutes 2/22/01)
